2011 Term Dates 


As you may be aware there have been some changes made by the government to the timing of the school holidays and school terms for the 2011 school year. These changes have been made to accommodate the Rugby World Cup, and affect all Primary, Intermediate, and Secondary Schools. 


The local schools normally consult with each other to, as much as possible, align their term dates so that Primary, Intermediate, and Secondary are all similar – I will inform you of the final dates for start of the year and the end of the year as soon as this is known. 





Currently the official Ministry of Education Term Dates for 2011 are as set out below -  note these will need to be confirmed, the start of the year date, and end of year dates may differ slightly.





2011 Primary and Intermediate School Term dates. (DRAFT)


Term 1 - Between Monday 31 January (at the earliest) and Monday 7 February (at the Latest) Friday 15 April - 10 to 11 weeks dependent on start date.


Term 2 - Monday 2 May Friday 15 July - 11 Weeks


Term 3 - Monday 1 August Friday 7 October - 10 Weeks


Term 4 - Tuesday 25 October No later than Tuesday 20 December - 8 weeks or less dependent on the finish date.








Student Led Conferences


Last night was the first night of these conferences.  There was a great turn out and some very busy classrooms with children sharing their work with parents. The conferences are a great way for parents to see exactly what children have been learning, and hearing this directly from the child. 


This style of reporting to parents fits in extremely well with the government initiative around National Standards. What better way to be able to report in ‘plain english’ than the children sharing their learning, and then having this confirmed by the teacher relating all this to the standards and school expectation levels. 


You will have received an ‘Interim Report’ from your child’s teacher that report on your child’s progress in relation to the National Standards – this is meant as an indication as to where they are in relation to meeting a standard. This whole process is still very much a work in progress, due to the ever changing stance and directives coming from the Ministry of Education around National Standards. As a school we will be reviewing the reports forms and progress reporting – we may send a short questionnaire home next term around this seeking your views and recommendations.

 SCHOOL BUS – HARBOUR ROAD


We are starting to have some overcrowding issues occurring on the Harbour Road Bus – especially in the afternoons going home. 


Children who are not eligible have been using this service, which has been causing some pressure on the safe seating capacity of the bus. 


There is a zone area of children who are eligible to use this bus – The Zone area is:-


From 134 Harbour Road & 164 Ocean Road onward – the Ministry of Education requirement around this states that children must live outside 3.2 Km or more from the school to be eligible to use this bus.


This is a Ministry of Education service for children who live outside a certain distance from their local primary school.


All families who live closer to the school than this distance must make their own arrangements (as is the case for any primary school) for getting children to and from school – walking cycling, dropping off, car pooling etc.


Please if your child is not eligible to use this bus can you make alternative arrangements.
