2011 SCHOOL YEAR  


You may have heard some information in the media about possible changes to dates for the 2011 school year - this is mainly due to the Rugby World Cup.





The Ministry of Education has set the dates for all schools, with a little bit of flexibility to move within start and end of year dates, but very little flexibility around the other dates (i.e. Term 2, 3, start and finish dates). 





The Whakatane Principals Association are currently working on setting the 2011 dates for all Whakatane Schools so that they line up together as much as possible - we are also currently looking at trying to get some change and


flexibility from the Ministry of Education around a couple of dates - especially concerning the dates around Terms 3 & 4. Once these dates are confirmed I will let you all know.





Below are the Ministry of Education dates at this stage - these are likely to change so treat these only as draft dates at this stage. 





As you can see Term 4 is very short - this is the term we are trying to get some slight change in. More on this soon.


Here are the proposed Term Start and Term End dates


Term 1 - Between Monday 31 January (at the earliest) and Monday 7 February (at the latest) Friday 15 April (50 to 55 days)


Term 2 - Monday 2 May - Friday 15 July (54 days)


Term 3 - Monday 1 August - Friday 7 October (50 days)


Term 4 - Tuesday 25 October -  No later than Tuesday 20 December (41 days)*
