DYSLEXIA


It has been great hearing some of the positive feedback from parents who attended the Dismantling Dyslexia workshop run by Laughton King last week. 


Approx 17 of our Teachers and Teacher Aides attended one of the workshops last week, gaining an interesting insight into dyslexia – The school has purchased copies of his three books Dyslexia Dismantled, With, Not Against - A Compendium of Parenting Strategies, and Reaching the Reluctant Learner. 


The first two books are available for parents to borrow – see Jenny at the office if you wish put your name down to borrow these – a time limit of approx 2 days will be placed on borrowing.





DYSLEXIA PROGRAMME OPPORTUNITY


I have been approached by Angi Edwards who runs specific individual learning programmes through the ‘Davis Dyslexia Correction Program’. This is a private and independent service that does have a cost attached. 


We are happy if parents want to take up the opportunity to take part in what is being offered, we cannot support this financially in any way. 


If you would like to take up this offer – see below – you will need to let Tony know by tomorrow, and be prepared to pay the $250 cost of the programme. 


We will have to treat this as first in first served.


The Davis Dyslexia Correction Program is a one on one course that is specifically tailored to the student’s needs and goals and is designed for kids (and adults) that have a different learning preference to the rest of the class. In my course I give the students learning tools that help them achieve and keep focused, recognize their triggers for confusion and help eliminate them so true learning can begin. The course usually is $ 2900.00, however as it is a case study I only charge $ 250.00 which is for the student kit (books, manual, Koosh balls, clay etc) which the student takes home. I do not charge for my time. Ideally the student should be at lest 9 years old, having difficulty in one or more areas (Reading Writing, Spelling) and is motivated to change and improve his/her learning.
