CHILDREN SCHOOL BANKING SERVICE


This does not need to change if you are happy for your child to continue banking with the National Bank – we will still process the banking at school every Tuesday.





If you would like to start your child banking with ASB, or would like to switch from the National Bank to ASB - just collect an information brochure and Registration/Application Form from the office. 


Once you have completed the application/registration process banking with ASB is very simple and secure – children simply need to fill out the deposit envelope in the office, tear off the receipt slip and put into the ‘Kashin’ the Elephant banking box located in the office.


As part of the application registration process children will receive a special banking bag, with a savings diary, ’Kashin Calculator, and Kashin Money box.


As part of the banking programme with our school, ASB will provide some financial literacy education programmes for the children, plus various sponsorship assistance for various school fundraisers.


Registration/Application Packs are available now from the School Office.
