FLU AND SICKNESS


We have been noticing a steady increase in the number of children reporting to the office feeling sick, running temperatures etc. 


With the outbreak of swine flu, and other illnesses in various parts of New Zealand this winter we want to make sure that all children and staff remain as safe as possible. 


Please take notice of all the advertised warnings and advice around keeping ourselves healthy, and the prevention of spreading any illnesses. 


Advice such as:


Keep your child home if they are sick


People should wash their hands well with soap and warm water for 15 to 20 seconds then dry them thoroughly, preferably with a disposable hand towel


People who are coughing or sneezing should avoid close contact with other people 


• Cover your nose and mouth when coughing or sneezing, ideally with a tissue.


• Do not spit out secretions in public. Cover your nose and mouth when clearing secretions and use a disposable tissue to contain them.


• Use disposable tissues rather than handkerchiefs and dispose of them immediately after use into a lined rubbish bin that either has no lid or has a pedal-operated lid.


• Wash and dry hands thoroughly after coughing or sneezing
